A finding of “not in scope,” “support
concept,” “oppose,” or other position made
by the Executive Committee, after review
of comments received from bar legislative
sub-committee(s).

Positions of Executive Committee are ratified by Board of
Governors at its next regular meeting. The bar’s lobbyist(s)
communicate the bar’s position to members of the state
legislature. Substantive positions on legislation published in a
weekly status sheet sent to committee chairs and members of the
Board of Governors. Notice of Board positions on legislation
published to all bar members in the Legislative Digest.
